MINUTES OF LAST AGM

FINANCIAL REPORT
TAPA accounts were submitted by John Evemy [copy attached]. The accounts showed a small decrease in the funds, due to the slight shortfall between the costs of producing the brochure (£125 per issue) and income from subscriptions.  There were a few subs still outstanding:  County Orchestra; Taunton Sinfonietta; Amici (already aware and dealing); and Liz Hayley.   It was concluded that Liz wanted her membership to lapse as she had not paid for several years and was not posting events in the diary.

Payment was due to retain the TAPA web address.  Wellington Silver Band had recently joined TAPA and should be added to the circulation list.  There were now 24 full members and 5 associate members.  
The accounts were duly adopted, proposed by Hilary Marshall and seconded by Lynn Carter.  John Evemy was thanked for his work over the previous year.


4.      CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
Mark Dawson recalled the early days of TAPA with only 8 members; now its membership was 24+5.
